O Year 5 Maths

Over the last two years, we have been working with the
Turing Maths Hub to enable us to fully start jollowing a
‘Mastery Approach’ to teaching Maths.

This year, from Year 1, we will be following a new Scheme
of Learning.

The Oak National Academy scheme follows the National
Curriculum and breaks it down into smaller steps.

» Maths mastery is a teaching approach focused on developing a deep, long-term, and
adaptable understanding of mathematics, rather than just rote memorisation. It
emphasizes that all students can learn maths at the same rate by thoroughly mastering
one topic before moving to the next.

Jigsaw

This year the children will continue using a programme called Jigsaw. Jigsaw
offers a mindful approach to PSHE and brings together Personal, Social, Health
Education, emotional literacy, social skills and spiritual development in a
comprehensive scheme of learning.

Lessons are taught weekly and encourages children to build relationships with
their class, getting to know them better as unique human beings.

Jigsaw is designed as a whole school approach, with all year groups working on
the same theme (Puzzle) at the same time. This enables each Puzzle to start
with an introductory assembly, generating a whole school focus for adults and
children alike.




How will my child be rewarded for their achievements and
behaviour?

Whole Class Reward

In Year 5 we collect items chosen bg the children as a class to receive a class
reward. We need 20 of these items in each class to earn golden time or a class
treat.

Stickers
Stickers will be awarded for great work within a lesson.

House points
House points will be awarded for following The Worthy Way. Children will be in the

house they were in previous years.

Vouchers
When children complete reading and homework, they receive a stamp. Once the
children collect 20 stamps, they are rewarded with a voucher.

Reach for the Highest

One child each week will be nominated by their class teacher for the Reach for the
Highest award. This can be any child that has proven to be trying their best in the ¢
learning or behaviour.

No other jewellery — no bracelets, stack of bobbles on wrist etc.



Uniform Standards

Earrings
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Children are able to wear a simple stud, please no shaped earrings or hoops.

Earrings must be removed on PE days. If your child has recently had their ears
pierced, we will allow them to be taped on these days until the 6 week period has
passed.



What do I need to remember in Year 5?

PE will be on a Monday and a Thursday so children will need to come to school
in their PE kits. Some PE will take place outside so ensure your child is wearing
appropriate outdoor school PE Rit.

The Daily Mile will take place on a Tuesday and Friday. Children will need to
bring trainers in on those days.

Your child will NOT need to bring a pencil case to school. They simply need to
bring their water bottles and reading books everyday.

Inhalers need to be in date and in school.
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What homework will my child receive this year?

Each week, your child will receive a Talk Homework task to be completed in
their reading journals unless stated otherwise. The task will be sent via
Class Dojo. These tasks are designed to further develop oracy skills whilst
covering current topics and events from around the world. Logins for
Spelling shed and Times Table Rockstars will be inside your child’s reading
record. Try to Reep this safe throughout the year.

Homework will be given out on a FRIDAY and will be due in the following
THURSDAY.




How can I help my child at home?

The most important thing you can do with your child is to ensure they are
reading reqularly; at least 20 minutes, 5 times per week. In Year 5, it is still
important for your child to read aloud reqularly to maintain fluency and
expression.

It is important that we make Maths learning as fun and as relevant as possible.
Please involve your child in everyday Maths such as baking, measuring, travel
distances, changing money, time zones.

Essential skills when in Year 5:

Being able to tell the time to the nearest minute.

Knowing all the times tables up to x12 and corresponding division facts.
Werite using a joined handwriting style.

Able to discuss authors and genres they enjoy in reading.

Able to recognise and use money (adding totals and calculating change
mentally)




Reading Record

Each week, your child will receive two reading books for the week. We
would like you to be listening to your child read and then filling out their
reading record and signing this. Additionally, your child can also log their
own reading too but it is very important that it is signed by and adult
throughout the week.

If your child is a free reader, they can change their books as often as
required.
